the interactive platform MyEnglishLabin teaching English for prospective economists have been emphasized.
The advantages of using the interactive platform MyEnglishLab in the process of distance and blended learning
in a coronavirus pandemic have been identified. The purpose of this article is to single out the peculiarities
of using the interactive platform MyEnglishLab in teaching English for prospective economists.
